GRAMMAR
1. The tense system. Adverbs of frequency.

2. The expression of wishes: it's time.. Preference: I'd rather ... Short replies: so, too, neither and either. Past simple
or present perfect. Position of adverbs in the sentence.

3. Countable and uncountable nouns. Clauses with in case, so that, because of, because, due to, so, that's why, owing
to, consequently. Talking about ability.

4. Past tenses: past simple, past continuous and past perfect. After and afterwards. The grammar of phrasal verbs:
transitive and intransitive verbs. Time expressions.

5. The gerund and the infinitive. Discourse markers.

VOCABULARY

vocabulary.

Every unit contains reading texts with tasks and questions, a section to improve oral fluency and pronunciation,
recorded listening texts and writing tasks

- note-taking.

- writing a short description.

- writing a report

- writing an essay
