Estudio detallado de la literatura irlandesa escrita en lengua inglesa. Especial enfasis en la literatura del siglo XX.

Incluye nociones pertinentes sobre la historia, cultura, geografia y vida irlandesas, necesario para entender la
literatura de la época a la que damos mayor importancia.

Programa basico: Panorama literario de la Literatura Anglo-irlandesa desde sus comienzos hasta el presente teniendo
en cuenta los contextos historicos, culturales y sociales en los que se desarrolla.

An overview of Anglo-Irish Literature from its beginnings until the present day, with, stronger emphasis on the modern
and contemporary aspects. We will also take into account the historical, cultural, linguistic and social contexts in which
this literature was conceived.

A good command of the English language is required.

3rd Period: Nineteenth century. Literature written almost exclusively in English. Poetry, Prose and Drama.

Il. 4th Period: Literature written mainly in English. Poetry Prose and Drama.

The practical aspect of the subject will consist in the active participation of students in the class activities, as well as
the possibility of oral exposition of some selected theme in class. English will be the official language of this class.

There will be one written exam at the end of the term.

It will consist of short-type questions covering all aspects of the work studied,including, literature culture, history
geography, etc., which must be answered in English) and in-depth questions about specific texts.

It is necessary to pass both parts of the exam at the same time, as the marks cannot be held over from January to
September.

Attendance at class is of prime importance and will be taken into account in the overall assessment. Also important is
participation in class activities, as the class work forms the basis of the exam.
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
